Hardship and personal 

tragedy were not unknown to Mel but as a result he remained positive and focused 

on creating a better future.  His friendly outgoing personality and life of the party 

charm sometimes gets him in trouble as he forgets heôs not the Casanova or profes-

sional executive he used to be, but it is this part of Mel that makes him special and 

demands consideration and understanding of his unique value to our community. 

 

Mel was born in Gladbrook, Iowa, the 5th child of seven siblings.  His dad died in 

1929 leaving his mother with 7 children on a farm facing the great depression and 

an upcoming world war.  Perseverance and determination is inherent in Mel, a gift 

given to him by his parents.

died a year after his father.  Another 

brother was killed in the trenches in 

France, while another brother was shot 

down in his P-47 air craft flying over 

France.  Yet another brother comes home after discharge from the Navy 

and dies of polio in 1944.  Mel volunteered and joined the Navy.  He was 

trained in aviation and electronics serving his military time in Hawaii. 

 

After the war when Mel returned home he began his own home appliance 

and T.V. repair store.  Always advancing he is recruited by American 

Family Insurance Company and quickly rises in rank to become a district 

manager responsible for recruiting, training, and supervising others.  Melôs 

accomplishments are many.  He has never had time to sit and relax.  He 

has contracted the building of large apartment complexes, and during his 

free time is a licensed pilot owning his own Cessna 172. 

 

Mel married Audrey Fleener on April 16, 1953.  They raised their one son 

in Iowa.  After his death Mel chose to leave Iowa and move to Joplin to 

be closer to his grandchildren.  Mel has always been a people person 

which is why he enjoys living at College View and his friendship with the 

publisher, yours truly.
